[Acts 5.26-42] – How to Overcome Satan

1.  Obedience – obey God rather than man (vs. 29-30).
2.  Repentance – don’t live as though Jesus is s�ll on the cross,   

because he isn’t (vs.30-31).
3.  Faith – live as though Jesus is resurrected and exalted, because he 

is (v. 31).
4.  Boldness – confidence rooted in Jesus Christ (vs. 38-39). 
5.  Joy – rejoicing despite your circumstances (v. 41; Ma�hew 5.10-

12; Romans 8.17; 1 Peter 4.13).
6.  Remembrance – live daily in full view of cross (v. 42).
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
